	As far as all junior events are concerned that are Cumbria sanctioned, the point a rally up to 11 is now the accepted & adopted system
A lengthy discussion ensued in relation to the adoption, or otherwise, of the proposed way of awarding ranking points to players who entered Cumbrian staged competitions.  The introduction of such a scheme would be to:
· Increase entry lists and participation

· Recognise accomplishments beyond the 2 events that currently are considered to have county ranking status

Nevertheless, concerns were expressed that the adoption of such a system, if it gave inordinate precedence to competitions within the county, could have a negative effect upon juniors who were willing to stretch their playing horizons outside Cumbria.

In general the group supports the ES model for applying ranking points but no final decision would be taken until IL attended the group, given that he had been the principal architect of the draft scheme
